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Green Lake County Spray Program 2026
Plant growth regulators are used to cut mowing costs within the county, maintain visibility, reduce fire hazards, and promote the growth of native plant species. The mix used by Green Lake County is designed to target vegetation management, particularly to control unwanted or invasive plants and promote healthy plant communities. Below is a list of chemicals used and their ingredients.

1. Plateau (Imazapic)
· Purpose: Controls annual and perennial grasses and broadleaf weeds

· Mode of Action: Inhibits enzyme activity needed for plant growth

· Environmental Note: Low soil mobility reducing risk to nearby plants.

2. Opensight (Aminopyralid + Metsulfuron-Methyl)
· Purpose: Effective on broadleaf weeds and woody plants.

· Mode of Action: A combination that disrupts weed growth and development

· Environmental Note: Long-lasting control but care should be taken around sensitive crops 

3. Escort XP (Metsulfuron-Methyl)
· Purpose: Controls broadleaf weeds and some brush species.

· Mode of Action: Inhabits weed growth by interfering with amino acid synthesis.

· Environmental Note: Low toxicity to wildlife when used as directed.

4. MSO (Methylated Seed Oil)
· Purpose: Surfactant that helps herbicides stick to and penetrate plant leaves.

· Mode of Action: Enhances herbicide uptake for better effectiveness.

· Environmental Note: Safe when used in low quantities

5. Crosshair (Drift Control Agent)
· Purpose: Reduces spray drift to keep the treatment targeted

· Mod of Action: Thickens spray droplets to help them stay on target

· Environmental Note: Helps protect nearby vegetation and waterways

Important note: This mixture is applied according to label instructions and safety guidelines to minimize impact on non-target plants, animals, and the environment.

*Please avoid harvesting or consuming any plants from treated areas, including ditch asparagus, due to the potential herbicide residues that may remain in the vegetation.

Application Safety: This mix is applied by trained and certified personnel who have taken the certification test through the Wi Department of Agriculture and Consumer Protection.
