Last months Jail Monthly statistics report YTD 2004 had cost of housing for 
December at $179,856.  This was an error and the correct total cost of housing for 
December, 2004 is $44,195.00.

RESOLUTIONS/ORDINANCES 
 
Resolution Adopting the Collection of Juvenile Detention Costs Policy in the 
Sheriff’s Office was reviewed by the committee.   
 
Resolution relating to Electronic Monitoring of  Inmates – Sheriff’s Office was 
reviewed by the committee.  Finance approved the resolution. The Sheriff explained 
that the person selected for this position will be Law Enforcement Certified.  This 
person will be paid at the Deputy rate of pay for any regular hours worked 
coordinating the Alternative Jail Programs.  Any hours worked over their regular 
hours while doing AJP work will be at the Deputy OT rate of pay.   On occasion it 
may be necessary for the coordinators regular hours to be covered at overtime.  If this 
should occur the person filling those hours will be paid at the OT rate if the hours 
worked are in excess of their 37.5 hour work week.  Salaried paid for work done in 
the program in 2005 will not exceed the $18,661.50 approved in the resolution for 
this program.
