Vandeyacht reported that the Wisconsin CVSO Association will be having a spring conference in Madison during the first week of June. It is a National CVSO conference so both himself and Robin will be in attendance this spring.

With the passage of the PACT act granting new presumptive disabilities for Agent Orange exposed as well as the many presumptive for toxic exposure in the middle east, Many Veterans are calling to get more information as well as claims being filed.
